● Download and set up the Android SDK [1] on your computer, install the Eclipse IDE [2]
and connect it with the Android SDK using the  Android Development Tools (ADT) plugin
[3]. Finally add the 2.1 platform to your ADT plugin.

● Have a look a the Android documentation (online or part of the SDK) and make yourself
more familiar with Android.

● Implement the Hello Android-example and add a picture to the screen. You can download
the picture from the website of the practical [4].
