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Passing Data Between Scenes (Modal)

* For Modal Segues: Use a delegate that processes user interaction (e.qg.
Done/Cancel) and dismisses the View Controller.

 Create delegate by defining a protocol: MyModalViewController.h|

@protocol MyModalViewControllerDelegate
- (void) myModalViewControllerDidCancel:(MyModalViewController*)controller;
- (void) myModalViewControllerDidSave:(MyModalViewController*)controller;

@end

» Create a property for the delegate:

@interface MyModalViewController : UlViewController MyModalViewController.h
@property (nonatomic, strong) id <MyModalViewControllerDelegate> delegate;
- (IBAction)cancel:(id)sender;
- (IBAction)done:(id)sender;

@end

« Call the delegate on user interaction:

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Passing Data Between Scenes (Global)

e Use the Application Delegate for global data:

#import "AppDelegate.h"

AppDelegate xappDelegate = (AppDelegatex) [UIApplication sharedApplication].delegate;
NSArray *data = appDelegate.data;

« sharedApplication is a singleton (i.e. an instance that exists only once)
that can be accessed from anywhere within the application.
