Goals

e You can utilize PHP to store data in a MySQL database
¢ You will have repeated how to handle form data through PHP
e You will know a few CSS styling tricks.

Task 1: Address Book Web-page with PHP and MySQL

e Construct a dynamic HTML table that shows all contacts stored in the database (see
screenshot above)
